Our May 2010 Brake the Hunger Cycle Tour brought in $18,000 for our selected 

charities.  The event was clearly the largest single Outreach project in the fifty year 

history of St. Davidôs (a great way to celebrate our golden anniversary!).  But, the 

news gets better than that. 

 

COMMUNITY FOOD BANK OF NEW JERSEY.  We donated $5,000 to this 

amazing group that provides food to shelters throughout New Jersey.  They also 

provide other wonderful services such as job training, school backpacks and 

clothes for children.  But the new math says 

$5,000  =  $50,000 

Thanks to the buying power of this group they are able to turn our $5,000 into 

$50,000 of purchased food. 

 

EPISCOPAL RELIEF AND DEVELOPMENT.  We donated $13,000 to this 

dedicated group with worldwide reach.  At our direction they will use our donation 

to build clean water supplies in Africa.  But, again, the new math says 

$13,000  =  $23,000 

Last year an angel offered to provide $10,000 in matching funds if we would com-

mit  to raising at least that amount for these clean water projects.  Our Vestry did 

make that commitment;  our donation is being increased by $10,000!  

 

Thanks for all of your efforts for the past event.  Letôs all take a moment to enjoy 

our accomplishment of being responsible for making $73,000 available for the 

needy both here in New Jersey and in Africa.  Lest we forget, however, the need 

continues both locally and globally.  The HUNGER CYCLE TOUR efforts have 

already begun for the May 7, 2011 event.
